OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS FOR GASOLINE GENERATOR
1.  Before proceeding with operation of the generator, read carefully
this instruction. It will give you the information you need about usage limits,
service and storage of the generator. More are included in the instruction
the operating characteristics and requirements for safe operation of
the generator.
Carefully reading and following the recommendations described in this instruction
will help you in the long-term operation of the generator, as well as to avoid
potential hazards, injuries and damages.
 The operating instructions are an integral part of the set
the generator. Before starting any work with and on the generator, please
carefully familiarize yourself with its contents.
2. Security and Safety Rules
2.1. general terms
IMPORTANT!!!
Any person who has access to or will use the generator must comply
the safety rules listed below in order to avoid accidents and
accidents
- It is prohibited to use this product before familiarizing yourself with
this instruction
- Place the generator at least 1 meter away from buildings and other
equipment
- Place the generator on a flat surface. Placing the generator under
tilt may cause fuel spillage
- Do not use the generator indoors as the engine
produces poisonous gases when working
- Know how to stop the generator quickly in an emergency
- It is forbidden to change the engine revolutions outside the factory
setting
- Keep children and animals away when the generator is operating
- Do not touch the generator with wet hands while it is running
- It is forbidden to work with the generator outdoors, in rain and snow

2.2. Working with the generator
- Use of the generator for industrial power supply is prohibited
- It is prohibited to connect the generator to the building installation
- Connecting two or more generators to each other is prohibited
- Never connect three-phase and single-phase appliances at the same time
the generator
-Never connect electrical appliances to the generator before you have
launched
- Do not include single-phase appliances with a power greater than 3 x 1.5KW

2.3. Working with fuel and oils
Attention! Gasoline is very flammable!
- Store gasoline only in the designated containers
- Only refuel outdoors and do not smoke while refueling
- Do not remove the cap while the engine is running or still warm
the gasoline tank and do not refuel the generator
- When charging, use funnels or tubes with suitable tips to
do not spill gasoline on the generator. If you spill fuel, dry it
instantly
* Do not store the generator in a closed room when there is in the tank
fuel. Vapors may cause fire.
* Empty the fuel tank and carburettor in case it will not
you use the generator for a long time or you will transport it
* Do not use gasoline to clean the machine and engine
* Store the used oil in the original packaging and hand it over to
processing, in the designated places

4. Preparation for commissioning the generator
4.1. Filling with oil
IMPORTANT!!!
The engine is without oil in the crankcase. The engine is equipped with a level sensor
of the oil. If the oil level is low, the engine may not start
 When filling with oil, the generator must be in a horizontal position
 The oil must be of 10W30 or  15W40 viscosity, and the oil brand is not from
meaning
 The oil is poured slowly until it overflows
* Do not use stale oils
* Always check the oil level before starting work or at
sudden engine stop. Lack of oil can cause damage to
the engine, excess oil leads to fouling of the spark plug.
4.2. Refueling
IMPORTANT!!!
The tank is not filled with fuel. The engine is four-stroke!!! No
put oil in the gas!!!
* Pour fresh unleaded petrol into the tank using
funnel or tube with a suitable tip (not included in the set of
the machine)
* Do not use stale fuels
* Do not use gasoline with additives, methanol, gas oil or aviation gasoline
When working with gasoline and oils, observe the safety rules and
safety and environmental norms.

5.2. Using the AC outlets
The generator is equipped with an automatic voltage regulator (AVR)
ATTENTION!!!
Never switch on single-phase and three-phase appliances at the same time
* Set the AC circuit breaker to the “ON” position
* Plug the electrical appliance into the appropriate outlet, first making sure that
the appliance is switched off
* Do not switch on single-phase electrical appliances whose consumed power
exceeds one third of the rated power of the generator
* Overloading the generator would cause the automatic to trip
AC circuit breaker

5.3. Using the DC output
Only used for charging 12V batteries
* Using the charging cables /included in the kit of
generator/ connect the battery to the DC outlet. The cables must
to be connected to the battery as follows: connect the red cable to
the positive (+) pole and the black to the negative (-) pole of
the battery.
* Do not change this connection method in order not to damage the generator or
the battery
* Connect the cables first to the battery and then to the generator
* Remove the cables first from the generator and then from the battery
Do not attempt to start a vehicle while the generator is connected to
the car battery because you may damage the generator
* DC output can be used simultaneously with AC output
current
* When the direct current circuit is overloaded, the automatic fuse will
turn off /will go outside/. If this happens wait a few minutes
before pressing it to reset the circuit
6. Stopping the generator
In the event of an emergency shutdown of the generator, move the shut-off switch to
engine in "OFF" position

In normal generator shutdown
* Move the AC circuit breaker to “OFF” position
* Move the engine cut-off switch to the “OFF” position
* Close the fuel tap
7. Generator Maintenance
The purpose of periodic maintenance and prevention is to preserve the good
technical condition of the generator for a longer period of time.
v Cleaning the air filter
* Cleaning the air filter is extremely important because
dirt that gets into the system damages and wears out the motor.
* The air filter is cleaned every 3 months or 50 working hours.
Cleaning is done as follows
- Remove the filter
- Wash it well with a degreaser, then dry it
- Lubricate the filter with about 5ml of clean engine oil, then squeeze it
gently several times to spread the oil throughout the filter.

7.2. Cleaning the gasoline filter
* The fuel filter serves to stop dirt and water that may be present
got into the tank, to enter the carburetor
* If the engine has not been running for a long time, the gasoline filter should be
cleaned up. Cleaning is done as follows:
- Turn the fuel tap to the "OFF" position and remove the filter cup
- Clean well
- Reassemble

8. Maintenance 
OIL
* A check of the level before start the Generator
* Oil of the engine  change  1st time after 20 hours use ……… 
* Sparkplug check after 50 hours work then change after 100,300,…..hours.
* Air filter - Cleaning more often and changing after 100 or more hours if need it.
* Gasoline filter Cleaning after every 100 hours of work.
*For cleaning gasoline and air filter you can read 7.1. and 7.2 charter above.
STORAGE
The generator must be stored in a dry and clean place prepare for storage as follows

* Turn the fuel tap to the “OFF” position
* Unscrew and remove the filter cup
* Turn the fuel tap to the “ON” position and drain the fuel from the tank
* Screw the cup back on
* Start the engine and let it run until it dies. Thus
you will remove the fuel from the carburetor
* Pull the starter handle slowly until you feel an effort. It is
compression stroke. In this position the intake and exhaust valves are
closed which helps prevent corrosion in the cylinder.

9. Possible malfunctions and ways to fix them removal
* The engine cannot start—
1. No fuel in the tank
2. The spark plug does not
gives a spark.
* The engine is running unevenly
1. Clogged jugulars of the carburetor
2. Cleaning and adjustment on the carburetor.
* The engine is not enough power
1. Clogged openings of the tank cap
2. The cap is being cleaned
* There is no outgoing tension
1. The circuit breaker is in "OFF" position
2. Put in position "ON"
